Courses. Optimist, Bullseye and Mercury courses will be held south of Seal Harbor and will be windward/leeward, triangle, or any combination thereof.

Prizes. Prizes for Optimist, Bullseye and Mercury classes will be awarded at the Seal Harbor Yacht Club at 1600.
