RULES

The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2021-2024

Rule 40 (Personal Flotation Device) will apply at all times for Classes ‘A’, ‘B’, and ’C’

Boats in classes ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’ shall not fly spinnakers at any time while racing.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board of the Seal    Harbor Yacht Club and/or transmitted on VHF channel 69 for Mercury, Bullseye and Optimist.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed at the Seal Harbor Yacht Club.

RACING AREAS 

	Attachment ‘A’ shows the location of racing areas.

THE COURSES

Attachment ‘A’ describes the courses.

The approximate course length for Classes ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’ will be 3 nautical miles. The race committee may deem it necessary to sail a shorter course if weather conditions so require it.

MARKS

The marks will be either fixed government marks as indicated on the charts or, alternatively, orange / yellow / green inflatable racing marks. Refer to Attachment ‘A’ for details.

THE START

Class ‘A’ will be started by using Rule 26. An additional warning signal will be given 6 minutes prior to the start.

Classes ‘B’ and ‘C’ will be started with a 3-minute dinghy start sequence with horns at each 1 minute interval, and short whistles every 10 seconds starting at 30  seconds until the start.


CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE

To change the next leg of the course, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position. The change will be signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the mark may not yet be in the new position.

THE FINISH

The finish line for the Optimists, Bullseyes and Mercuries will be between the Committee Boat and an inflatable mark.

PENALTY SYSTEM

As provided in Rule 67, the Race Committee may, without a hearing, penalize a boat that has broken Rule 42 (Propulsion).


PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

Protest forms are available at the Seal Harbor Yacht Club (for Optimists, Bullseyes and Mercuries). Protests shall be delivered there  within the protest time limit.

For each class the protest time limit is 30 minutes after the last boat has finished.

Notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the protest time limit to inform  competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses.

Hearings will be held in the Seal Harbor Yacht Club for Optimists, Bullseyes and Mercuries.

SCORING

For Classes ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’ the Low Point scoring system of Appendix A  will apply. Two races are required to be completed to constitute a series.


SAFETY REGULATIONS

A boat that retires from a race shall notify the Race Committee as soon as  possible.

REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT

Substitution of competitors will be allowed between races for Classes ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’. 

Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the Race Committee.

A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions.

SUPPORT BOATS

Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay outside areas where boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first class to start until all boats have finished or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment. No coaching during the actual race, coaching between races is allowed.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile  telephones.


PRIZES

Prizes will be trophies for first, second, and third place in the Optimist, Mercury and Bullseye classes.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 3, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for damage to persons or property or for personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance.
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THE RACING AREA


Attachment ‘A’
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Class A (Mercury), Class B (Bullseye), and Class C (Optimist) will be in the waters south of Seal Harbor.

THE COURSES – CLASSES A, B,  AND C

Classes ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’ will race the following courses:
Course 1: Windward-leeward, upwind finish. Starting line is closed.
Course 2: Triangle, upwind finish.
Course 3: Triangle windward-leeward, upwind finish.
